The Academic Year at SSE is divided into two semesters, a fall
semester, and a spring semester. Each semester is divided into
two teaching periods, where periods one and two are placed
in fall and periods three and four into the spring semester.
Exchange students can only apply to semesters not periods,
however if you have students that are interested in only
coming for one period please contact the Exchange Office.

Language requirements (effective for all new and renewed
agreements from 2025 onward): Students must demonstrate
language proficiency corresponding to at least B2 level.
